1.	 Remove Front Bumper Skid.  

A.	 Remove the 4 M4 torx screws attaching the License Plate Bracket (fig. 1). 

B.	 Remove the 2 M10 bolts in middle of Front Bumper Skid (fig. 2).

C.	 Remove the 4 torx bolts from bottom and side of Front Bumper Skid (fig. 2).

2.	 Remove the 6 M10 torx bolts attaching the center section of bumper (fig. 3).

3.	 Remove the cage nuts from the top two mounting holes (fig.4).

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4.	 Remove LH and RH wheel liner closeouts (fig. 5).

II.	 INSTALLATION 
1.	 Install QTY 2 M10 studs into underside of low tube center section into the tube (fig. 6).  

NOTE: use blue loctite on threads before installing. Thread roughly ¼ of the stud into the tube.

2.	 Hang new Low Tube center section onto vehicle using the two studs.
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3.	 Loosely install QTY 4 M10 torx bolts with M10 fender washers into the center section (fig. 7).

4.	 From bottom install QTY 2 nuts onto tube studs. NOTE: Will require the use of a stubby wrench or swivel 
socket. Ensure full thread engagement on the nuts before tightening down (fig. 7).
