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I. VEHICLE PREPARATION 
1. Remove factory Rear Differential Slider Skid Plate (If applicable).  

2. AEV Skid Plate Installation order if installing multiple skid plates: 

A. AEV Front IFS Skid Plate, then AEV Radiator Skid Plate (Radiator Skid requires AEV front bumper). 

B. AEV Fuel Tank Skid Plate, then AEV Transmission Skid Plate 

C. Rear Differential Slider Skid plate (Independent) 

3. Place U bolts over differential as shown.

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4. Align AEV Rear Differential Skid Plate to U Bolts and loosely tighten 4 M10 Nuts. 

A. Make sure to evenly tighten U-Bolts, allowing three rotations of thread on either side protruding from 

nut. 

5. Align Clamp A32P0192 with bolts facing the rear of the vehicle with contact to metal, not to the gasket.
